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Abstract

Privatization, based on which governments transfer their functions part-
ly to the private sector by contracting out, load shedding, coproduction and
deregulation, has become increasingly common recently. This essay first in-
troduces the concept of government by contract, including privatization, con-
tracting out, contract and the role of contractual government. Second, it ex-
plores the concept of role playing in government by contract around infor-
mation and welfare issues through literature analysis.
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
